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ICTSD work on sustainable fisheries : Fisheries Subsidies

WTO fisheries subsidies rules could include:

« Subsidies to vessels or operators engaged in IUU fishing
» Listed / identified by RFMOs, flag or coastal states or subsidizing member
» Identified under domestic legislation

« Subsidies to vessels or operators fishing overfished stocks
» Some proposals suggest limiting discipline to fishing targeting overfished stocks
