Privacy and confidentiality

• To prevent privacy and confidentiality problems all 
information disclosed from Supplier to Buyers are 
encrypted with Buyer’s public key, while the buyer 
will decrypt received information using its private key.

• Each business partner is able to decide whether or not
to share possibly sensitive data

• Through visibility levels users define what to disclose –
concerning companies suppliers and material history -
to next partners in the supply chain
